Yet another year has disappeared and Sylvia battles on ! 

In April, she visited us again and worked as hard as ever, meeting supporters and gaining new ones. 
In return, she has had many visitors this year, including Trustees, students, medical students and a party of medics from Essex. All have come back hugely impressed and committed supporters. We have restarted our GAP programme and can now send two students for 3 months each September and each January.
The hospital is running well and continues to offer a high quality service in a caring environment. The dialysis unit is being expanded to 14 machines and Sylvia has at last found an Indian Nursing Superintendent to help her.
The school continues to provide a first class education and pastoral care, for over 200 deaf children who have again achieved excellent exam results at all levels. A qualified teacher of English has been appointed and also a new IT teacher and a number of laptops, both new and second hand have been donated. Lisa Binns and others have begun sending good quality hearing aids for the children which is a marvellous improvement.
The two day centres are continuing to care for 80 children with a wide range of severe disabilities and the early intervention centre for the hearing impaired continues in a local school.  

In the new Nursing College, the third intake of 20 students has arrived, with 20 more to follow in 2012 making a total of 80. The course is tough, not least because it is in English but all have passed their interim exams to date.   
In the UK, we try to keep up with Sylvia. Tony Hartigan has further strengthened our publicity initiatives and the DVD has proved so successful we will shortly commission the third reprint. The website is now being updated in Leeds by Steve Bates and our updated small brochure is enclosed – do please pass it on. 
Pat Bailes and Andrew Lowe have maintained links with our established schools and have recruited some new ones. The school in India has started to produce a magazine which we are circulating to UK schools and we hope shortly to set up occasional video links.

 Anne-Marie Rose has organised more talks than ever to various community groups and Angela Clark has worked tirelessly to manage the sponsorship programme. In the school, only 7 children remain without sponsors and 5 of the disabled children are also now sponsored. In addition, a few of the student nurses are being given bursaries.  

Overall, both the number of active supporters and regular giving have again increased, which is wonderful in the present difficult economic climate. We have also seen a steady increase in support from the Indian Community in the UK including the Hindu Temple in Leeds and those in the Essex Group.
In the year to May 2011, we managed (just) to raise enough money to send our monthly grant though our reserves were further reduced by the final capital payment on the Nursing College. 

I am still amazed at the generosity and loyalty of our supporters. Just 600 core supporters and their friends and families have helped Sylvia to achieve so much in India - without fail - for almost 30 years!
Speaking of which, next year is Sylvia’s 30th anniversary in India and we are looking to mark it with suitable celebrations and with some extra fund raising efforts.  
Apart from a major thanksgiving event in April we will be adopting a theme of 30 – new sponsors, new churches, schools, talks etc. Do let me have any ideas or offers of help
